DEDUCTIONS FOR UNION DUES 
For those of you who might be thinking, ‘What about 
union dues?’, no collection of union dues by the Public 
Service Alliance of Canada (PSAC) takes place until a first 
collective agreement (CA) is reached.   Nor does The 
PSAC, of which your Professional & Technical Staff Union 
(PTSU) is Local 60551, collect any union dues arrears for 
representation prior to a first CA.  The PSAC formalizes 
all arrangements for the levy of PTSU Member’s union 
dues with UNB, and this can take as much as 3 or more 
months after a CA has been signed.  It may well be late-
2020 or early-2021 before union dues levies are begun 
on PTSU membership, and you start seeing these being 
withheld from your pay.   A REMINDER:   Union dues are 
tax deductible.  The Canada Revenue Agency (CRA) 
advises, “The amount of union dues eligible to be 
claimed as a tax deduction are on your T4 slip in box 44.  
You may claim a tax deduction on line 212 of your tax 
return.” 
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
